The project ECH: TOPICC Endangered Cultural Heritage: Tools For Preservation, Investigation And Copyright Clearance was implemented under EURIKA programme in 2003-2005. The major sponsor of the project was  Lithuanian State Science and Study Foundation. The project was co-ordinated by UNESCO chair of informatics for the humanities at the Institute of Mathematics and Informatics. Manuscript department at the Library of the Lithuanian Academy of Sciences is a content provider for the multimedia database. The aim of the project was to develop software for management of multimedia data (text, images, sound), copyright clearance and online delivery of results in the internet environment.

As a result the prototype of multimedia database – MUSICALIA – was developed. It is a digital archyve that covers 27 manuscripts of old music (Middle Ages, Renaissance, Baroque) of diverse European countries, archival records, paintings, music audio and video recordings, texts, commentaries of musicologist that are kept in the Library of the Lithuanian Academy of Sciences. Database is permanently supplemented with new data. The prototype is accessible online – www.musicalia.lt. Project enabled users to order copies of images, audio and video recordings directly from the website without infringing copyright. digital material is previewed by using original software. User can order a CD-ROM copy of digital materials. Completely new digital archyve has been created. Data are entered by using internet, they are processed automatically, and entered in the database together with metadata, including a copyright link. The Institute of Mathematics and Informatics developed a content management system which is used by professionals of the Library of the Lithuanian Academy of Sciences. Answers to user inquiries is generated online.
On 28 June 2007 the project obtained the national award in the field of e-culture in the competition by the World Summit The Best Digital e-content project.
