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The historical collections are a special component of the Polish history and culture. At present, thanks to new technology, we have a possibility to create a “virtual archive” of the digital library, archives and museums resources. The electronic access to unique, rare and special collections via the World Wide Web using advanced digital technologies is very important. These collections include rare books, maps, manuscripts, prints, photographs and more.

Project of digitalization of special collections requires cooperation between libraries, museums and institutions of higher learning in providing centralized access to selections of their respective historic materials. They created the digital collections and the virtual galleries in public libraries (the most), in university and central libraries. These collections are open to the general public. They group selected historical collections which have been digitally scanned and are available for on-line browsing and searching.    
Virtual archive of Polish heritage is being formed, but unfortunately, we have many problems with the coordination of work and the lack of money for realization of this project.
