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My presentation focuses on electronic and Internet archives of the Soviet cultural history, created during the last years. On the one hand, I will describe the most important resources, available in the Web (electronic libraries & encyclopedias, professional networks), as well as DVD & CD collections of texts & documents. I will analyze the way the totalitarian past is represented today, trying to explain what kind of historical information is chosen there from the general context of the Russian history of the XX century, and trying to pay attention not only to critics of the recent past, but also to its positive & nostalgic retrospection.


On the other hand, the second half of my presentation will be devoted to the digital version of the documentary that had been shot at the exhibition of Leningrad’s unofficial artists in 1975. Taking it as an example of the electronic archivisation of historical source, I will show how the new technologies can help to represent a historical document with additional data & comments of witnesses, usually not available together.
