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Digital technologies and internet information access offer new opportunities for conservation and publication of data of Lithuanian dialects – an important part of the ethnic cultural heritage.
Specialized (of one field) internet depositories and databases are means for detailed presentation of the diverse dialects data. Publication of these data is important not only for preservation and digital access of linguistic heritage but also for creation of a scientific tool aimed at research of dialects. One of the most promising activities is collaboration and European networking of institutions, possessing linguistic heritage, basing on the common standards. 
Similar infrastructures aimed at the dissemination of knowledge of the humanities are at the early stage of the development in Lithuania (recently the electronic registry of Lithuanian cultural sources – „Aruodai“depository which also contains Lithuanian dialects – was launched) and therefore presentation of information, its documentation and access strategies are still the question for discussions.
In the presentation different types of dialects‘ databases are discussed basing on the ways presentation of information, level of detail and accessibility. Databases providing access to dialect materials that are being developed in the Lithuanian research institutions are also subject of this presentation. In the focus are audio archive of Lithuanian dialects, principles of its development, information delivery and dissemination. Digitization of manuscript heritage of  Lithuanian dialects, opportunities for publication and information retrieval are also discussed.
