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In the presentation a personal experience  of the assistant professor in project implementation together with students will be presented. New opportunities for history students using internet, databases,  and accessing primary and secondary sources, scholarly articles and historiographical works digitally are analyzed. It is planned to discuss issues, arising in the study process, compare local solutions and practices with experiences of other countries. The author will try to evaluate some principles of the university didactics and models of instruction design through the prism of application of new technologies. The focus is put at the development of internet technologies, namely WEB 2.0 that empowered us to achieve new quality level. The impact of this new internet development stage on the higher education as a whole, on the ways of studies, their content, checking knowledge and skills and organizing exams, on the theory of cognition, the development of educology is reviewed.
What  kind of study reforms could be a consequence of new technological conditions? What are the consequences of application of new technologies to management of studies? How the relationship between local, global, national and world history should be expressed in the real historical curriculum? What is the use and danger of wiki technologies? What is the meaning of educational excursions if it is possible to travel virtually and find everything on the net? These are only some of challenges that are planned to discuss in this presentation. In Lithuania „projects“ is not a wide-spread learning form applied in higher education, for this reason it is necessary to promote project learning, to create and improve appropriate methods – this also one of the presentation topics.
